HAZARDOUS, UNIVERSAL AND

SAFE DISPOSAL

EXTRA CARDBOARD, NEWSPAPER OR  
PACK AGING FOAM?

Within three months of opening a new account, ONLY CITY OF 
VALLEJO CUSTOMERS may request a free one-time on-call 
Move-In and Move-Out Recyclable Material Collection Service for 
recyclable packaging material such as flattened cardboard boxes, 
bundled newspaper, and packaging foam.

Flatten and tie extra cardboard into small 
3-foot x 3-foot bundles and place them next 
to your blue recycle cart on your pickup day. 
If you have a large amount of cardboard, 
please call our office and speak to a 
Customer Service representative. 

BULKY ITEM DISPOSAL

What to do with unwanted large household items?

If the items are in good shape, DONATE to a local charity shop. 
If your items have seen better days, Recology Vallejo-American 
Canyon residential account holders may schedule a free Bulky 
Item Collection (BIC).

If you are not the account holder, contact the account holder or 
your property manager so they can arrange a BIC date with us.

Out of BICs? Not an account holder? DROP OFF your bulky items 
at the Devlin Road Transfer Station for a fee.
